1. Saturday April 18 and Sunday April 19, you can drop off a POST race bag with a TOWEL 

and your comfy clothing at the LENOX HOTEL between 3 and 5pm. Combine this trip 

with your number pick-up at the Expo at the Hynes almost next door. The Lenox Hotel is 

located at the Finish line of the marathon at 710 Boylston St. The closest T stop is 

COPLEY SQUARE. The room is under the name of Victoria Miller or WCRC.  I will post the 

room number as soon as I can on the Circle’s web site.  I will also announce the room 

number on the bus the morning of the marathon.  

2. Marathon Monday April 20: BE at the Winner’s Circle Sports Bar between 6:00 am and 

6:15 for the “Bus to Boston” headed to Hopkinton. The Winner’s Circle is located on 

Route 110 Amesbury, MA just east of the Route 110 exits off Rt. 95 (exit 58 from the 

north and 58A from the south). Park in the shopping center adjacent to the Winner’s 

Circle. The Bus will be leaving promptly at 6:30am with or without you. If you will not be 

making the bus PLEASE notify me immediately, like now! Vicki Miller, see above for 

contact info. 

3. Please write the phone # of the Lenox Hotel 617-536-5300 and room # on the back of 

your race bib. MY CELL too 603-770-3593. If you have a change in plans, for example: 

new ride home plans or hospital visit you can let us know your status. You will also need 

to keep someone in mind to contact for a ride home if it gets too late and you've missed 

the bus. 

4. Wear your Circle singlet! They are easy to spot! Lots of Circlers along the course and at 

the mile marks! Group Photo as soon as bus parks in Hopkinton! 

5. If space blankets won’t be enough after you finish, you can check your bag with a 

TOWEL on the BAA's bag busses at the start. See the info provided in your BAA race 

packet. Our Bus hides and is NOT available until the ride home. Your things left on the 

bus will stay on the bus undisturbed and unavailable until the ride home.  

6. RUN A GREAT MARATHON! HAVE A LOT OF FUN!  

7. SPECTATORS on the bus: get back to the bus immediately after the start! The bus will 

take you to Boston in time for the finish! NOTE WHICH BUS IS OURS!        

8. Lenox Hotel, home sweet home! I have your name on a list to get you through security.
